We made some great progress at the 2010 General
Assembly in Minneapolis:

#  46% less waste was produced in Minneapolis than in Salt Lake City in
2009. This is on top of a 53% reduction in onsite waste the previous
year. Between 2008 and 2010 total waste from General Assembly
has dropped from over 17,000 lbs to just 1,400 Ibs.

# 76% of our waste was diverted from landfill —a record for both GA
and the convention center! This represents fewer than half a pound
of trash per attendee. That’s an impressive achievement when you consider the typical American

produces about 4.5 pounds of waste per day.

We are still on the journey to make GA more sustainable.

Reduce! Bring your own coffee mug. Pass on the daily paper if you don’t need it. Sup-
port local green hotels by re-using your towels — this can save 30 gallons of water per

night. And don’t forget to turn off the lights when you leave your room.

Recycle! Our goal for General Assembly is to exceed 50% diversion from landfill, which
would be a 39% improvement on the convention center’s baseline. Help us meet our
Coffee Cups -goal by using the recycling stations provided.
