Memory’s Ministry 
led by Professor Cynthia Grant Tucker

Friday, June 25, 1:00 to 2:15 pm
Margaret Fuller’s bicentennial reminds us of 
memory’s redemptive powers to bring about 
equality and inclusion. Beginning with Fuller’s story, 
we’ll look at methods and implications of gathering 
oral history, interpreting photographs, and entering 
the sacred space of letters and diaries.

Led by UU biographer and historian Cynthia Grant 
Tucker, this workshop will introduce us to

Sisterhood, she most recently published No Silent 
Witness: The Eliot Parsonage Women and their 
Unitarian World. She is professor of English at the 
University of Memphis.
