Beginning with the 1992 General
Assembly’s passage of the “Racial and Cultural Diversity in Unitarian Universalism”
resolution, it traces developments through the General Assembly in 2006. Includes
voices and stories from interviews—representing many perspectives—as well as
written documents, all addressing issues of race and ethnicity in our congregations
and our association. $24
