Alternatively, you may be able to borrow the curricula from a Unitarian Universalist or United Church of Christ congregation to familiarize yourself with the program.

· Experience in writing culturally inclusive and LGBTQ-inclusive curricula

· Willingness and ability to work flexibly and collaboratively with a co-author and UUA staff

· Ability to take initiative, set priorities, and manage time well. 

· Skill and ability to develop experiential curriculum that reflects the Our Whole Lives values: Self-Worth, Responsibility, Sexual Health, Justice and Inclusivity. 

PROPOSAL REQUIREMENTS

· Apply with another person a co-author team or apply as an individual willing to partner with a co-author of the UUA’s choice.

· Your cover letter should include why you are interested in working on this project and your relevant professional qualifications. Include an explanation of how your unique “lens” as a curriculum developer will help enhance this new edition of the curriculum; in addition, describe your availability to work on the curriculum during 2017.

· Create and submit an outline for Our Whole Lives Sexuality Education for Grades 10-12, Second edition that includes the revisions you recommend and rationale for making them.  Note that the current edition is modular, and session plans include workshop options with different time requirements.  Include an outline of each session with learning objectives and rough workshop plans with overviews of new activities. If you propose creating new sessions and/or workshop(s), provide rationale, learning objectives, and outlines.  The session descriptions and workshop outlines must include sufficient detail to illustrate how you would change the first edition to reflect current language and understandings of the topics in the curriculum.
